The Ontario Child Benefit
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The Ontario Child Benefit is a provincial program to help families with low incomes provide for their
children. If you have children and are in a low-income family you may qualify for this benefit.
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Ontario Child Benefit eligibility checklist
Depending on your family income, you may qualify for the Ontario Child Benefit if you:

® have a child under age 18
® are a resident of Ontario
® have filed your income tax return, and so has your spouse or common-law partner

e are registered for the federal Canada Child Tax Benefit.
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How does the program work?

You don’t have to apply for the Ontario Child Benefit. You will automatically be considered as long as
you and your spouse or common-law partner have filed your annual income tax returns. The income
reported on your yearly tax return will be used to calculate the amount you receive. You will also need
to be registered for the federal Canada Child Tax Benefit.

How much will I receive?
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If you qualify, the amount you receive will be determined by the number of children you have under age
18 and your family net income as assessed by the Canada Revenue Agency.
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For example, if you have two children and a family net income of $25,000, you could receive a total
monthly payment of about $67 from July 2008 to June 2009. This would grow to about $150 a month
when the program is fully in place in July 2011.
